Plaintiffs hereby seek declaratory relief under 28 USC 2201.

John Sidney McCain, III, was born on August 29, 1936, in the Canal Zone of Panama.
He is now a front-runner in the upcoming elections for President of the United States of
America. Article II of the United States Constitution states that only ‘natural born
citizens’ can become President of the United States of America. In 1953, Congress
passed legislation, Title 8, Section 1403 of the United Stafes Code, specifying that those
persons born in the Canal Zone with at least one US citizen parent, are [or become?],

United States citizens. John McCain was born of U.S. citizen parents. It is not clear if,
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per the U S Constitution, the person needs to be a ‘natural born citizen' at the time he is
born, or if it is sufficient that he is a ‘natural born citizen’ at the time he is sworn-in as
President.

WHEREFORE, plaintiffs hereby seek a declaratory judgment from the honorable courts
stating whether or not [ assuming the above-facts are correct about place of birth, date of
birth and circumstances surrounding birth ], John S. McCain, 111, if duly elected
President of the United States, would be allowed to serve, per the U S Constitution.

Plaintiffs request such other and further relief as the Courts deem just.
